Please find attached details regarding a successful prosecution, which was brought to trial following a 7 month adjournment and a previous plea of not guilty by the defendant.

Following an appearance at Reading Magistrates Court on Thursday (09 July 2009) the joint proprietor and Landlord of 4 South View Avenue, Caversham, Reading, Mr Peter David Lewin, pleaded guilty to 2 charges brought by the Royal Berkshire Fire and Rescue Authority under the Regulatory Reform (Fire Safety) Order 2005. 

The prosecution was brought against Mr Peter David Lewin by the Fire Authority, following a failure for the responsible person to comply with the requirements of an Enforcement Notice which was issued in respect to the premises in May 2007.

Mr Lewin of 3 South Drive, Sonning, Reading, admitted  2 separate charges of placing persons at serious risk of death or  injury from fire, the charges related to a failure for the responsible person to have in place adequate fire safety arrangements and a failure to provide an appropriate fire alarm system for the premises. 

In summing up, District Judge Pritchard, took into account a plea of mitigation by the Defence Solicitor that Mr Lewin’s current financial position was poor and that he (Lewin) had carried out a Fire Risk Assessment, however, Mr Pritchard stated that a failure to have in place appropriate fire safety management preventative and protective measures together with a failure to provide an appropriate fire alarm system placed persons at serious risk.

Mr Lewin was fined £500 for failing to implement fire safety arrangements in accordance with Article 11 (1) and £2000 for failing to provide an appropriate fire alarm system in accordance with Article 13 (1) (a), costs of £3,500 were awarded to the Fire Authority, together with a £15.00 court charge..

Mr Lewin was granted 12 months to pay, Judge Pritchard warned Mr Lewin,that he faces up to six months in prison if he fails to do so.
