Subject: finds message
On Wednesday the 11th of June 2008 Lancashire Fire and Rescue Service prosecuted Mrs Valery Buckley at Blackpool Magistrates court for 4 offences under Regulatory Reform (Fire Safety) Order 2005. Mrs Buckley was the owner and responsible person of the Monteray Hotel in St Annes.
A fire occurred in the premises in October 2007. A post fire inspection and investigation revealed a number of shortfalls in the management of Fire Safety and Emergency Procedures where a failure to respond appropriately and evacuate residents, placed many guests in a hazardous situation. 
Magistrates were informed that when a fire broke out on the ground floor at 0239 hrs. The owner, present at the time of the fire responded to the fire alarm, however failed to call the Fire Service, carry out an evacuation of the hotel. The fire alarm was then reset a number of times whilst attempting to deal with the fire.
The first call to the Fire Service was made by a resident, outside the hotel up to 10 minutes after the alarm had alerted guests asleep in their rooms. Those evacuating had to negotiate smoke logged corridors and stairways of the hotel caused by the wedging of numerous fire doors throughout the hotel.
