Subject: Manor Hotel Danby
On the 17 July 2009 Lancashire Combined Fire Authority. Prosecuted Mr Nicholas Danby. The former owner and responsible person of a Blackpool hotel.

The twenty bedroom premises consisted of a basement, ground and three upper floors. 

The investigation by Lancashire Fire & Rescue Service took place following a severe fire in September 2007, which resulted in the death of a member of the public who was a resident of the hotel at that time. Approximately one hundred Fire Service personnel attended the incident. Six guests were rescued from the hotel and sixty further members of the public had to be evacuated from adjacent premises.

The subsequent investigation found serious breaches of fire safety including an inoperative fire alarm, lack of appropriate fire separation, no fire risk assessment and inadequate employee training.

Joe Hart from Deans Court Chambers and Warren Spencer from Blackhurst Budd LLP prosecuted for Lancashire Combined Fire Authority.

Offences under Article 32(1)(a) Regulatory Reform (Fire Safety) Order 2005: 

Article 9(1): Failure to make a suitable and sufficient fire risk assessment. 
Article 21(1): Failure to provide adequate fire safety training to employees. 
Article 14(2)(b): Failure to provide adequate fire separation. 
Article 17(1): Failure to maintain the fire alarm system. 

The case was heard at Preston Crown Court, where Judge Baker sentenced Mr Danby to 12 months imprisonment, suspended for two years and given a six month curfew order.
