West Yorkshire Fire & Rescue  v  Poundstretcher Limited T/A Ponden Mills 13 Westgate Wakefield WF1 1JZ

 

Two charges were brought against Poundstretcher Limited under the Regulatory Reform (Fire Safety) Order 2005.

 

Article 9 (1) Risk Assessment: for failing to carry out a suitable and sufficient fire risk assessment.

 

Article 13(1)a Fire fighting and fire detection: for failing to ensure that the premises are equipped with an appropriate system for fire detection and alarm.

 

On 28th September 2009 at Wakefield Magistrates Court Poundstretcher Limited pleaded guilty to both charges. They were fined £3500 under article 9 (1) and the maximum £5000 for article 13(1) a,  plus full costs.

 

The previous conviction from the Halifax case in July 2009 was  brought to the attention of the court. 

 

West Yorkshire  Fire Safety Officers are currently carrying out a full investigation on another Poundstretcher premises, and are planning  to visit all premises operated by this company.
