Subject: Prosecution 
On Thursday the 12th of June 2008 Lancashire Fire and Rescue Service prosecuted Mrs Linda Fielding at Reedley Magistrates court for 9 offences under Regulatory Reform (Fire Safety) Order 2005. Mrs Fielding was the owner and responsible person of the Suntastic a sun tanning salon.
A fire occurred in the premises on the 18th December 2007 at approximately 20:10 hours 10 people were in the shop at the time. Two people were in "can tans" which are self enclosed cubicles with music playing and have no provision for hearing a fire alarm. A post fire inspection and investigation revealed a number of shortfalls in the fire safety and emergency procedures. A fire developed and travelled very quickly due to lack of fire separation throughout the premises and was compounded by the lack of a fire alarm system this placed guests in serious situation. 
Those evacuating had to negotiate the fire and smoke logged corridors and stairway

Magistrates stated that they were shocked at the standards of fire safety and the potential dangers but had to take into account the poor financial position of the defendant and an early guilty plea. They awarded fines of £100 per offence with £1650 costs awarded to Lancashire Combined Fire Authority, a total of £2550
